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NATIONAL STEP LEAGUE 2019 RULES

1. Registration: The registration deadline will firmly be enforced.

2. Each team is allotted 8 minutes on the stage of performance time during (state qualifier) competitions.
There is 1 minute allotted for the set up transition. Clock will start upon the first sign of the beginning of a
competition act and will stop at the first sign of the end of your act.

3. No profanity/explicit content is to be allowed within any portion of the show/performance.

4. No sexually explicit content is to be allowed within any portion of the event/ performance. Sexually explicit
behaviors/content include, but are not limited to, inappropriate removal of clothing, gyrating in a sexual
manner, imitating sexual motions, using music with vulgar sexual lyrics (including chants/ songs), etc.

5. No defamation of character is to be tolerated, on stage or off stage. This includes defamation on the basis
of gender, ethnicity, religion, sexual preference/lifestyle, economic status, etc. This also includes
inappropriate conduct and/or unprofessionalism exuded on and off stage toward other competition
teams, audience members and the National Step League organization. Such acts will result in
disqualification.

6. No use of fire, pyrotechnics, or other hazardous materials/objects.
7. Inthe even of a riser or elevated stage of any kind, there is no jumping off the stage.
8. No props that resemble any type of firearms will be permitted under any circumstances.

9. Each Team is solely responsible for ensuring that all music, routines, props, costumes and all other aspects
of the Team’s performance comply (and the approval by Sponsor or its designee of any of the foregoing
will not relieve any Team of its responsibility to comply) with the Official Rules and these Performance
Rules and Regulations and all applicable laws, rules and regulations.

10. Each team will adhere to the following age requirements: Middle School Teams up to 14 years of age; High
School & Community Step Teams from age 13 up to age 21. Greek step teams will compete against male &
female Greek organizations. Validation of age may be requested on the day of show by the judges.
Elementary teams cannot have students enrolled in Middle School, High School nor College, no matter
their age. Live participants in the competition act are considered performers. Voices recorded on
voiceovers are not considered performers.

11. All Elementary and Middle School aged teams will compete as co-ed teams. There will be no gender
divisions in this age bracket.

12. All teams between the ages of 13-21 years old will compete in gender specific categories- categorized as:
male, female or co-ed.

13. Not adhering to any of the above rules and regulations will result in an automatic 10 point deduction, per
deviation, from the team performance score, and mayalso result in disqualification where specified or at
the discretion of the judging panel

14. Elementary aged teams can be within traditional elementary age as long as there is proof that all students
are in fact enlisted as an elementary age student.
